Applicants
must agree to work full-time upon graduation in rural Arkansas or for a licensed veterinary practice with
at least 50 percent of the practice being food animals.

The Arkansas Rural Veterinary Scholarship recipient is Baylee Stapleton, a student at the University of
Missouri College of Veterinary Medicine.
