After appropriate environmental review, it has been determined that the subject jobs are Tier 1
Categorical Exclusions as described by the ARDOT/FHWA Programmatic Agreement on Categorical
Exclusion Documentation and Processing. A public hearing will not be offered for these projects.

The purpose of the proposed projects is to preserve and rehabilitate deteriorating pavement on state
highways. The attached table lists the projects, their locations, and type of work. Project location maps are
attached.

The projects would not involve relocations or impacts to Important Farmland, underground storage tanks,
hazardous materials, or cultural resources. These projects have been determined to generate minimal air
quality impacts for Clean Air Act criteria pollutants and have not been linked with any special mobile source
air toxics concerns. Cultural resource clearances are attached.

The attached official species lists obtained through the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Information for
Planning and Consultation website (IPaC) identified the following species as potentially occurring within the
project areas: Gray Bat (Myotis grisescens), Indiana Bat (Myotis sodalis), Northern Long-eared Bat (Myotis
septentrionalis), Ozark Big-eared Bat (Corynorhinus townsendii ingens), Tricolored Bat (Perimyotis
subflavus), Eastern Black Rail (Laterallus jamaicensis ssp. jamaicensis), Ivory-Billed Woodpecker
(Campephilus principalis), Piping Plover (Charadrius melodus), Red-cockaded Woodpecker (Dryobates
borealis), Rufa Red Knot (Calidris canutus rufa), Alligator Snapping Turtle (Macrochelys temminckii), Ozark
Hellbender (Cryptobranchus alleganiensis bishopi), Yellowcheek Darter (Nothonotus moorei), Leopard
Darter (Percina pantherina), Arkansas Fatmucket (Lampsilis powellii), Fat Pocketbook (Potamilus capax),
Neosho Mucket (Lampsilis rafinesqueana), Ouachita Fanshell (Cyprogenia sp. cf. aberti), Ouachita Rock
Pocketbook (Arcidens wheeleri), Pink Mucket (Lampsilis abrupta), Rabbitsfoot (Theliderma cylindrica),
Snuffbox Mussel (Epioblasma triquetra), Speckled Pocketbook (Lampsilis streckeri), Western Fanshell
(Cyprogenia aberti), Winged Mapleleaf (Quadrula fragosa), American Burying Beetle (Nicrophorus
americanus), Monarch Butterfly (Danaus plexippus), Western Regal Fritillary (Argynnis idalia occidentalis),
Benton County Cave Crayfish (Cambarus aculabrum), Hell Creek Cave Crayfish (Cambarus zophonastes),
Missouri bladderpod (Physaria filiformis), and pondberry (Lindera melissifolia).

Utilizing the determination keys within IPaC, it was determined that the projects would have “no effect”
on these species due to the limited scope of the actions, lack of suitable habitat, and distance to known
species locations.

The Alligator Snapping Turtle and Monarch Butterfly are currently proposed threatened species, and the
Tricolored Bat is a proposed endangered species. The proposed projects would not jeopardize the continued
existence of these species.

Jobs A10051, A50046, A70035, and A00096 are within wellhead protection areas. Coordination about
these projects was sent to the Arkansas Department of Health (ADH) and the well owners. Special provisions
to protect the wellhead areas will be added to the project contracts.

Jobs A10031, A20033, A30028, A30029, A30039, A30040, A40047, A40049, A70039, A70041, A70042,
A80042, A80043, A80046, A90038, A90039, A90040, and AX0009 require water pollution control special
provisions because they intersect wellhead protection areas. However, coordination with ADH and the well
owners is not required, as there is no soil disturbance associated with these jobs.

Job A90043 crosses War Eagle Creek, which is listed on the Nationwide Rivers Inventory, and Kings
River, an Extraordinary Resource Water. Job A40049 crosses the Mulberry River, an Extraordinary Resource
Water. Job A90040 crosses the Kings River, an Extraordinary Resource Water. Job A80046 crosses a
surface water protection area, but there are no surface water intakes in the project area. Job A80046 is also
near East Fork Cadron Creek, which is 303(d) listed as impaired for turbidity. No impacts are anticipated
because the creek is approximately a mile away. A special provision will be added to these project contracts
to protect water quality.

For Job A80046, permanent impacts to multiple tributaries of Black Fork Creek would consist of less than
175 total cubic yards of concrete extensions added on to nine existing box culverts and two existing pipe
culverts. Construction of the proposed project should be allowed under the terms of a Nationwide 14
Section404 Permit for Linear Transportation Projects as defined in the Federal
Register 86(245): 73522-73583. A preconstruction notification is not required for this project. The other
proposed projects would not have a discharge of dredged or fill material into Waters of the U.S. and do not
require Section 404 permits.

The staff of the Arkansas Historic Preservation Program (AHPP) reviewed the submission for the
aforementioned undertaking in multiple sections of Townships 11 and 12 South and Ranges 12 and 13

for 13.74 miles on Highway 274. The project proposes to conduct surface improvements which will
entail leveling up and applying an ultrathin bonded waring course to a portion of the road and an
asphalt overlay to another portion.

Archeological and historic records reviews include the Arkansas Archeological Survey (ARAS) site files in
the Automated Management of Archeological Site Data in Arkansas (AMASDA), the Arkansas Historic
Preservation Program (AHPP) recorded structures files, and ARDOT’s CR Viewer files for previously
recorded sites, architectural structures, and bridges. The National Register of Historic Places (NRHP)
eligibility status was checked as appropriate.

The Arkansas Department of Transportation (ARDOT) proposes to complete a level-up and a 2 overlay
and deep shoulder repair on 4.75 miles of Highway 140 in Mississippi County. The proposed work will
be completed on Highway 140 between log miles 9.876 and 14.627 in Osceola and west of Osceola.

An examination of the Arkansas Archeological Survey’s (ARAS) records was conducted for previously
recorded archeological sites located in or adjacent to the proposed project area. According to ARAS
records, no previously recorded archeological sites were found. Based on the records check of the
Arkansas Historic Preservation Program (AHPP) database and the ARDOT Cultural Resources Viewer
for NRHP properties, there are no previously recorded properties within or adjacent to the project area.

In addition to checking ARAS and AHPP records, nineteenth through twentieth-century maps were
examined, including the 1840 General Land Office (GLO) plat map of Township 12 North, Range 9 East;
the 1825 GLO plat map of Township 12 North, Range 10 East; the 1837 GLO plat map of Township 13
North, Range 10 East; and the 1841 GLO plat map of Township 13 North, Range 9 East. Natural
landscape features such as lakes and “sunk lands” are shown; however, no cultural improvements are
shown. The 1936 Mississippi General Highway and Transportation Map shows the road labeled as
Highway 40 and reflects the same alignment as the present-day. Multiple structures, including a school,
are adjacent to the roadway on both sides. Two ditches that intersect the roadway within the project area
are also shown. The 1939 (1954 edition) 15’ Evadale, ARK topographic quadrangle map shows the same
information as the 1936 map; however, the school is labeled as Sandy Bayou School. Additionally, the
St. Louis and San Francisco railway line is shown intersecting the project area. The 1956 15" Evadale,
ARK topographic quadrangle map shows an increased amount of structure development along the
roadway, and the Sandy Bayou School is no longer shown. Arkansas Power & Light Co. and Osceola M.
P. & L. Co. transmission lines are now shown along the roadway. The 1983 (1984 edition) Keiser, ARK
topographic quadrangle map shows much less development along the roadway. Only a few structures
remain interspersed along what is now renamed Highway 140. Highway 55 is now shown at the eastern
end of the project area. No cemeteries are shown within or adjacent to the project area. The closest Tralil
of Tears removal route is approximately 5.3 miles to the east along the Mississippi River.

The Arkansas Department of Transportation (ARDOT) proposes to complete level-up and 2” overlay from
log mile 0.0-9.16 and level & UTBWC from log mile 9.16-14.343 for a total project distance of 14.34
miles. Work will be completed on Highway 62 between the intersection of Highways 62 and 67 in Corning
to the east of McDougal near the Little Cache River Ditch in Clay County. All work will occur within the
existing right-of-way (ROW).

An examination of the Arkansas Archeological Survey (ARAS) for previously recorded archeological
sites, the Arkansas Historic Preservation Program (AHPP), and the ARDOT Cultural Resources Survey
(CR) Viewer for National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) listed and eligible structures. Also examined
were nineteenth to twentieth-century maps of the project area. This examination included the 1845
General Land Office (GLO) plat of Township 21 North, Range 7 East; the 1846 GLO plat of Township 21
North, Range 6 East; the 1842 GLO plats of Township 21 and 20 North, Range 5 East; and the 1848
GLO plat of Township 20 North, Range 4 East. Additionally, the 1935 Knobel, ARK, and Rector, ARK 15’
USGS topographic quadrangle maps, the 1936 Clay County General Highway and Transportation map,
the 1965 Corning, ARK 7.5° USGS topographic quadrangle map, and the 1984 McDougal, ARK, and
Pollard, ARK 7.5 USGS topographic quadrangle maps.

According to ARAS, three previously recorded archeological sites: 3CY0274, 3CY0492 (Cantwell
Cemetery), and 3CY0280 are adjacent to or near the project area. The boundary of 3CY0492 (Cantwell
Cemetery) is clearly defined and not within the existing ROW. Any portion of 3CY0274 that was adjacent
to the highway has been destroyed by modern construction. 3CY0280 is recorded as approximately 100
yards from Highway 62 and is outside of the existing ROW.

The AHPP and CR Viewer records show two previously recorded properties (CY0082 and ARDOT Bridge
03023) eligible for inclusion in the NRHP that are either adjacent to or within the project area. CY0082,
the McDougal Gin, was recorded as a complex of three buildings. Two of the three buildings (including
the primary building) were demolished between 2015 and 2020.

The one secondary building remains outside of the existing ROW, and this type of work activity will not
cause visual impacts. ARDOT bridge 03023 is eligible for inclusion in the NRHP under Criterion C for its
association with master builder S.M. Dixon. Pavement preservation activities such as overlay and
UTBWC will not compromise its historic integrity or character-defining features. No route of the Trail of
Tears is within or adjacent to the project. The closest route is approximately 14 miles to the northwest.
The proposed project will not acquire ROW and will be completed within the disturbed roadway.

None of the above-mentioned GLO plats show any cultural improvements; however, landscape features
such as “cypress pond”, “Big Cache River”, “swamp”, and unnamed waterways are shown. The 1935
Knobel, ARK 15’ USGS topographic quadrangle map shows the project area labeled as Highway 62 with
a similar alignment to the present-day roadway. It also shows notable features such as the town of
Corning, the Missouri Pacific railway line, levees along the waterways, “Bennetts Ferry Bridge” at the
crossing of present-day ARDOT Bridge 03023, and “White Sch”. The 1935 Rector, ARK 15’ USGS
topographic quadrangle also shows the project area labeled as Highway 62 with a similar alignment to
the present-day roadway. Additionally, it shows agricultural ditches with labeled names, the St. Louis
San Francisco railway line, and the community of McDougal. The 1936 Clay County General Highway
and Transportation map shows similar information to the 1935 USGS topographic quadrangles, including
a cemetery that is likely Cantwell Cemetery. The 1965 Corning, ARK 7.5 USGS topographic quadrangle
map and 1984 McDougal, ARK, and Pollard, ARK USGS topographic quadrangle maps show similar
information to the 1935 USGS topographic quadrangle maps, with new information such as White Valley
Church and Cantwell Cemetery labeled. Structures are shown adjacent to Highway 62 on all USGS
topographic quadrangles and the 1936 General Highway and Transportation map.

The existing topography, previous infrastructure, and construction practices were examined to assess
previous ground disturbance. All work will be within the existing Highway 62 ROW and will not cause
visual impacts to any standing historic property, and the current scope of the project occurs within
previously disturbed areas (highway construction). Additionally, ARDOT Bridge 03023 will not be
adversely affected by this type of activity.

Based on the records check of
the Arkansas Historic Preservation Program (AHPP) database and the ARDOT Cultural Resources
Viewer for NRHP properties, there are multiple previously recorded properties with an unknown NRHP
determination. One historic property, GE0012 (Dr. Cothern House), is eligible for inclusion in the NRHP
and is within the visual area of potential effects (APE). This type of activity will not diminish its historic
integrity; therefore, it will not have an adverse effect. One cemetery parcel, Herndon Cemetery, is
adjacent to the road. The cemetery is set back from the roadway and within a clearly defined boundary.
There will be no impact on this cemetery. A second cemetery parcel, Mount Zion Cemetery, intersects
the road. A Restraining Condition Special Provision will be added to the Construction File to ensure that
there is no disturbance within the cemetery.

In addition to checking ARAS and AHPP records, nineteenth through twentieth-century maps were
examined including, the 1823 General Land Office plat maps of Townships 15 North, Ranges 3 and 4
East; 16 North, Ranges 3 and 4 East; and 17 North, Range 4 East. A trail is shown crossing the project
area in Township 16 North, Range 4 East, Sections 4 and 5. No other cultural improvements are noted.
The 1936 Craighead and Greene Counties General Highway and Transportation Maps show the current
alignment of the road as Highway 141 and Highway 14, with the project area ending at Highway 25
instead of Highway 412. Communities like Herndon, Lorado, and Walcott are shown within or adjacent
to the project area.
