WHEREAS, the Purchasing Committee has awarded purchases on August 5, 
August 9, August 30, and September 17, 2024, in the amounts of $253,853.61,

WHEREAS, IN CRITTENDEN COUNTY, the Mississippi River Bridge on 
Interstate 55 is owned and maintained jointly by the Department and the 
Tennessee Department of Transportation (TDOT); and 
 
WHEREAS, this crossing serves as a vital link between Arkansas and Tennessee 
and the nation’s economy and defense system from east to west and north to 
south by serving the country's Interstate 40 and Interstate 55 systems which 
converge in West Memphis, Arkansas; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Interstate 55 bridge was constructed in 1949 and was not 
designed to withstand earthquakes, but is located within the New Madrid 
Seismic Zone; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Interstate 55 bridge has been deemed as unsuitable for seismic 
retrofit and needs to be replaced in the near future in order to maintain the 
resiliency in the system; and 
 
WHEREAS, replacing this crossing will improve traffic operations and enhance 
the efficient movement of local, regional, and national freight; and 
 
WHEREAS, it is appropriate for the Department and TDOT to participate in a 
joint construction project to implement this Interstate 55 bridge replacement; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Department and TDOT have been jointly awarded Federal aid 
funding from an Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA) Bridge 
Investment Program (BIP) discretionary grant for the replacement of the existing 
Interstate 55 bridge. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, the Director is authorized to enter into the necessary 
agreements with TDOT for the design, construction, and future maintenance of 
replacing the Interstate 55 bridge over the Mississippi River as funds become 
available.

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WHEREAS, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the Federal 
Railroad Administration (FRA) have determined that the use of innovative train 
detection technology is a valid and effective mitigation safety strategy for at 
grade railroad crossings; and 
 
WHEREAS, train detection software and related equipment are eligible for one 
hundred percent Federal-aid Rail-Highway Crossing Safety funds; and 
 
WHEREAS, TRAINFO, a company based in Canada, uses patented machine-
learning algorithms, proprietary sensors, and integration of data from across rail 
networks to predict rail crossing blockages up to 10 minutes before a train 
arrives, delivering this information to traffic management systems, message 
boards, and emergency dispatch software; and  
 
WHEREAS, implementation of TRAINFO technology has demonstrated to be 
an effective safety mitigation strategy for several urban areas throughout the 
United States; and  
 
WHEREAS, the City of Jonesboro has agreed to a five-year pilot project to 
implement and evaluate the effectiveness of TRAINFO technology at selected 
railroad crossings within the City. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, the Director is authorized to proceed with improvements 
at these crossings as funds become available subject to the following conditions: 
 

• Maintenance of the equipment shall be performed at no cost to the State. 
• All required right-of-way shall be furnished at no cost to the State.

WHEREAS, IN VARIOUS COUNTIES, U.S. Highway 67 between Interstate 
40 in North Little Rock and U.S. Highway 412 in Walnut Ridge has been 
constructed to Interstate standards; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991 as 
amended by the Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2017 identified U.S. 
Highway 67 from Interstate 40 in North Little Rock to U.S. Highway 412 in 
Walnut Ridge as High Priority Corridor 89 on the National Highway System and 
as Future Interstate 57; and  
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WHEREAS, the Department has received approvals from the American 
Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials and the Federal 
Highway Administration to designate this segment of U.S. Highway 67 as Future 
Interstate 57; and 
 
WHEREAS, this segment of U.S. Highway 67 is currently dual signed as Future 
Interstate 57; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Federal Highway Administration issued a Record of Decision 
approving the alignment for the Future Interstate 57 corridor between Walnut 
Ridge and the Missouri State Line; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Department is progressing with project development and 
construction of Future Interstate 57 between Walnut Ridge and the Missouri 
State Line as funds become available; and 
 
WHEREAS, it has been determined that official Interstate designation along the 
portions of U.S. Highway 67 that are currently built to Interstate standards is 
logical and prudent. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, contingent upon the Federal Highway Administration’s 
approval, it is ordered that upon official notification by the Chief Engineer – 
Preconstruction, the following changes are hereby made to the State Highway 
System as shown on the attached sketch: 
 

• U.S. Highway 67, Section 10 is hereby redesignated as Interstate 57, 
Section 1; 

• U.S. Highway 67, Section 11 is hereby redesignated as Interstate 57, 
Section 2; 

• U.S. Highway 67, Sections 12 and 13 are hereby redesignated as 
Interstate 57, Section 3; 

• U.S. Highway 67, Sections 14 and 15 are hereby redesignated as 
Interstate 57, Section 4; 

• U.S. Highway 67, Section 16 is hereby redesignated as Interstate 57, 
Section 5; and 

• U.S. Highway 67, Section 17 is hereby redesignated as Interstate 57, 
Section 6. 

 
 
2024-065 
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WHEREAS, Minute Order 2020-062 authorized a study to determine the need 
for and feasibility of improvements to Interstate 555 between Highway 91 and 
Nestle Road in the City of Jonesboro; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Interstate 555 Corridor Study has been prepared and has 
identified improvement alternatives within the study area. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, this study is adopted for use as a planning guide for future 
improvements within the study area. 

 
 
 

Chairman Farmer opened the meeting by welcoming those in attendance in-person, 
as well as those who were watching online.  

 
 

MOTIONS 
 

 
MOTION  Vice Chairman Philip Taldo moved, Commissioner Marie 

Holder seconded, and the motion passed to authorize the use of electronic 
signatures for the October 2, 2024, Minute Orders. 

 
 
MOTION  Commissioner Keith Gibson moved, Commissioner David 

Haak seconded, and the motion passed to approve the Minutes from the 
August 7, and September 18, 2024, Commission Meetings. 

 
 
MOTION  Vice Chairman Philip Taldo moved, Commissioner Marie 

Holder seconded, and the motion passed to approve the Proposed 2025 
Legislative package and to submit to the Arkansas Legislative Council at its 
December meeting. 

 
 
 
 
 
 

OTHER DISCUSSION ITEMS 
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Patrick Patton, Chief Fiscal Officer, provided the August 2024 State Highway 
Revenue update. For State Fiscal Year (SFY) 2025 Budgeted vs. Actual Operating 
Expenses for ARDOT, overall expenses (maintenance, operations, administrative, and 
construction) were below budget by -36.2% (-$12.2 million). Mr. Patton noted that State 
Highway Revenues to the Department from traditional sources for the year were up a total 
of 0.2% ($0.2 million) in SFY 2025 compared to SFY 2024.  Revenue from the Natural 
Gas Severance Tax was lower compared to the previous year. Total revenues available in 
SFY 2025 were flat compared to last year.  Actual State Revenue received was also flat 
compared to the projected (budgeted) revenue for the year.  

 
Kevin Thornton, Chief of Administration, provided an update on Federal and State 

legislative activities. As the November 5th election approaches, all four US House members 
are up for reelection and all four have opponents. Neither of Arkansas’ US Senators are up 
for reelection this year. At the State level, 18 Senators and all 100 Representatives are up 
for reelection. Representative Bryan Evans has been elected as the Speaker of the House 
and Senator Bart Heaster has been elected as the Senate Pro Tempore for 2025. Thornton 
also provided a list of important dates for the 2025 General Assembly.  

 
Thornton updated the Commission on recent developments in Federal funding. 

Federal Fiscal Year 2024 ended on September 30, and Congress was not able to reach an 
agreement on the Appropriations Bill for 2025.Therefore, a Continuing Resolution (CR) 
was enacted to keep the government running. This CR will run through December 20. At 
that time, Congress will have to pass an Appropriations bill for the remainder of 2025, or 
enact another CR. 
 
 Crystal Woods, Assistant Chief of Administration, provided an update on the 
Arkansas Legislative Council Efficiency Study Recommendations Rules for 
Implementation.   The Department of Inspector General’s Office of Internal Audit (OIA) 
submitted its annual report to the Highway Commission Review and Advisory 
Subcommittee (HCRAS).  In this report, OIA stated that their continued involvement in 
the implementation of the remaining rules is not a service that adds value; therefore, OIA 
requested HCRAS consider withdrawing the requirement that OIA perform an annual 
report.  HCRAS stated that they will take this under consideration and will discuss it at a 
future meeting.   
 
Woods also reported that the monthly updates submitted for August and September 2024 
included the following accomplishments: 
 

• Recommendation #6 noted that the Department should "implement construction 
contractor performance measurement”. 
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o Seven projects were selected for a pilot application of the draft manual which 
establishes how each performance metric will be used to evaluate prime 
contractors. 

o Final evaluation forms for all seven projects have been completed, reviewed 
and accepted by both the contractor and ARDOT. 

o Internal discussions are now underway to determine if any final adjustments 
are needed. 

 
• Recommendation #7 noted that the Department should “implement project and 

portfolio management frameworks". 
 

o On the construction side, efforts are underway to enhance the current 
construction project documentation software and to develop online forms to 
be used by staff to document construction project activities. 

o On the maintenance side, the development and implementation of a new 
Maintenance Management System is underway, and training for the initial 
phase of the software roll-out has begun. 

 
Woods also presented an overall update of the implementation of the recommendations.   
Within the 13 recommendations are 90 rules that will be completed.  To date, the 
Department has completed 67 (74%) of these rules.  Five recommendations have been fully 
implemented.   
 
 Dave Parker, Public Information Officer, and Holly Butler, Communications 
Coordinator updated the Commission on the one-year anniversary of the Ask ARDOT 
Customer Service portal. 
 

Keli Wylie, Assistant Chief Engineer – Program Delivery provided the bid letting 
update from the September 18, 2024, bid letting. 

 
Rex Vines, Chief Engineer – Operations provided a maintenance activity update. 

 
Director Tudor updated the Commission on recent Department activities. Since the 

August 7 meeting, several noteworthy Department activities occurred as listed below: 
 

• On August 12, Commissioners Gibson and Holder, Director Tudor and staff 
attended a groundbreaking ceremony for Highway 113 in Conway County. 

• All five members of the Highway Commission, along with Director Tudor 
and ARDOT Administration participated in the Arkansas Good Roads 
Foundation’s policy event in Mountain Home on September 11-12. 
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• Chairman Alec Farmer attended and presented at the County Judges 
Association Fall Conference in Jonesboro on September 13. 

• ARDOT Hosted its 3rd Annual Maintenance Supervisors Conference at Lake 
DeGray State Park on September 24-26. 

 
 Jared Wiley, Chief Engineer – Preconstruction presented project updates in the 
Northeast Arkansas region. 
 
 Director Tudor presented the Proposed 2025 Legislation to the Commission, which 
will be submitted to the Arkansas Legislative Council at its December meeting. 
 
 Director Tudor presented a list of upcoming meetings and events that the Director 
and Commission will be attending.
