Ms. Cummings mentioned to the Board that she and Ms. Jessica Leija, Business Operations Manager, have been 

working on the Controlled Self-Assessment Tool for the agency. Ms. Cummings stated this project has been on-

going since 2014 and the final assessment will be due March 2018.  Ms. Cummings and Ms. Leija have attended 

workshops related to this project, the latest coming up in latter January 2018.  Ms. Cummings explained this tool is 

in place to assess our risk management and the internal control process for the agency which would include the 

process within the fiscal department, human resource department, information technology, etc.  Ms. Cummings will 

update the Board at a future date in regard to this assessment tool.
