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From the Director

Timothy Warhurst was named Area Manager for Area
8 (Pulaski County). Warhurst graduated from Hen-
derson State University with a bachelors in sociology
and a minor in crimi-
nal justice. He started
his career with ACC in
2010 as a counselor at
the Central Arkansas
Center. Later in 2010,
he promoted to a PPO
position with Little
Rock Probation and
Parole office. Warhurst
worked as Sex Offender
Specific Officer in 2012
in Lonoke County and
as a Sex Offender Specif-
ic officer in Area 4 until
2016, when he was promoted to assistant area manager
(AAM) supervising the Osceola and Blytheville offices.
Warhurst assisted in getting drug and mental health
courts established in Mississippi County and recently
transferred back to Area 8 as an AAM supervising the
Intensive Supervision Team and Sex Offender Specific
(SOS) Officers.

Area 2 AAM Eva Frame, SAPL Annie Rector, and
Agent Josh Morehead attended a Volunteer Fair held

at the Baxter County Library in an effort to recruit vol-
unteers. Several members of the community picked up
applications and expressed an interest in volunteering
with ACC.

Reentry Officer Courtney McCoy and CPPS Tom
Harrington held a Job Fair in the Conway office. ASAP
Personnel Services were in attendance to assist offend-
ers with employment opportunities. Approximately 18
offenders were present.

The Fort Smith office hosted Mental Health First Aid

training with Instructor Kris Eglin who conducted the

training. Staff from areas outside of Area 6 also attend-
ed.

Arkansas Community Correction had a booth in
Jonesboro and Trumann fairs as part of the Northeast
Arkansas Homeless Continuum of Care Resource
Fairs. It was a great time to reach those in need, pro-
moting our passion of Reentry, and meet other re-
source providers that returning citizens could also seek
assistance from. It is estimated that 104 individuals
benefited from resource fairs
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Probation Officer Gerald Dodd, Assistant Area Man-
ager Chad Davis, and Area Manager Ryan Burton went
to the Quarterly Collaborative Court Work Group
Meeting at Mid-South Health Systems in Jonesboro. In
this meeting discussions were held to identify different
ways to improve the process of getting people pled into
Mental Health Court and Veterans Court; how each
court program is doing in terms of participants and
their satisfaction with the program. Discussions also
centered on the Crisis Center with an update on how
it is improving our community. Also discussed was

the statistics of each program and the graduation rates
among the participants.

An offender reported into the Hope office after court
as directed and was instructed to submit to a drug test.
PPO Stephen Gulick observed the offender attempting
to adulterate the sample with another person’s urine.
After being confronted about his actions, the offend-

er became combative and non-compliant with verbal
commands. Officers attempted to de-escalate the situa-
tion with verbal commands, but the offender remained
combative. Two officers, PPA Mallory Evans and PPO
Vanessa Simmons, performed defensive tactic ma-




neuvers on the offender resolving the situation. The
offender was eventually arrested and transported to
jail. . A white warrant parole hold was placed, and a
violation report submitted to the Parole Board.

PPOs Holly Romero and Brandon Henry assisted the
Narcotics Task Force in Lafayette County which result-
ed in the arrest of an offender for Possession of Con-
trolled Substance w/Intent to Deliver and Possession of
Firearm by Certain Persons.

Polygraph Examiner-Agent Melissa Matthews who
works in the Sex Offender Aftercare Program conduct-
ed a polygraph exam on a Level 2 Sex Offender and
discovered that he had had sexual contact with a 15-
year old. The offender has been charged with felony
Rape in Phillips County.

A home visit in North Little Rock resulted in the dis-

covery of 4 grams powder cocaine, 5.3 grams of crack
cocaine, 57 grams of marijuana, 2 digital scales, vari-

ous rounds of .45, .40, 9mm, and .223 ammunition.

Intensive Parole Super-
vision Officers in North
Little Rock received infor-
mation that an offender
was possibly involved in
the sale of illegal narcot-
ics and firearms. To that
end, a joint operation was
arranged with ACC, Little
Rock Police, DEA, FBI,
and ATE IPS officers went
to and cleared the resi-
dence and made contact
with an additional four
individuals. SRT assisted in
conducting pat downs on

the individuals located. An initial search was conduct-
ed and approximately 1/2 ounce of crack cocaine was
located, as well as a .380 caliber revolver. The scene was
turned over to the Little Rock Police Department and a
search warrant obtained. IPS officers then transported
the offender to his secondary address in Jacksonville
and found a small amount of marijuana, a digital scale,
and a .357 caliber revolver. Upon completion of both
searches, 5 firearms, including 1 sawed off shotgun,
31bs of marijuana, 3 ounces of crack cocaine, and more
than $500 in US currency were recovered.

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Substance Abuse Program Leader (SAPL) Rebecca
Ausburn gave a class to Area 10 Parole and Probation
Officers on Mental Health First Aid at the Hot Springs
Office.

Treatment -
1,472 Probationers and Parolees were served in the
general Substance Use Disorder Treatment programs.

Four offenders graduated from the Cognitive Behavior Education program in Area 12. Each offender was
presented with a Certificate of Completion by Group Facilitator Kimberly Moore.




Additionally 1,629 participants were served in the
Drug Court Treatment programs, bringing the total
served to 3,101.

A total of 378 residents have agreed to participate

in Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT) since the
program started in July 2018; 140 are discharged with
follow up in progress in the community; and 14 have
completed the program. Partnerships are in effect
with 53 community providers to continue MAT upon
release, and 10 Narcan kits - purchased with STR grant
funds - are to be distributed in the Pulaski County
program.

Telehealth services began July 2019 and are currently
active in 14 locations.

Treatment staff in Mountain Home participated in the
Martin Luther King (MLK) Day of Volunteer Service
and Community Outreach. Three volunteers signed
up to work in the local ACC office assisting clients with
reading and the office with clerical duties.

Treatment program participants in Danville organized
and distributed food boxes to individuals in the com-
munity as part of project giving back.

At the end of January ACC had 8 licensed reentry fa-
cilities with 291 total residents currently in Phase I-IV
of the Reentry Facility Program. And there was a total
of 41 reentry graduates during the month.

In January, 63 new residents were transferred into the
reentry program, 5 resident started GED classes, 21
residents enrolled in CRC classes, 14 residents start-
ed WAGE, 9 residents completed WAGE, 6 residents
received their Career Readiness Certificate, 30 Reen-
try Facility residents received their driver’s license, 34
received an ID card, 47 received their SS card and 19
received birth certificates.

In January, there were 384 employment event referrals
reported, 220 facility residents were reported to be em-
ployed and 49 residents were reported to be ineligible
for employment at this time. Reentry Officers reported
35 education referrals that resulted in an education en-
rollment. During the month, Reentry Officers helped
coordinate 34 reentry events that targeted barriers for
reentry, these events include: DWS workshops, job
fairs, Good Grid classes, nutrition classes, Life Skills
classes, GED and the Workforce Mobile Unit. Reentry
Officers conducted 292 reentry facility office visits, 159
Phase IV office visits, 36 Phase IV home visits, and 106
Pre-PPVs. Reentry Officers made 35 community con-
tacts within their assigned area during the month.

Transitional Housing:

A total of 19 licensed facilities with 526 ACC fund-
ed residents in the facilities. Within the transitional
facilities there are a total of 247 residents who have
obtained full time employment.

This month, 404 residents enrolled in GED classes, 10
residents enrolled in WAGE, 6 completed WAGE, 13
residents enrolled in CRC and 11 residents completed
their CRC certification.

There is a total of 35 registered sex offenders living in
the transitional facilities.

A total of 39 residents received their driver’s license, 83
received an ID card, 111 received their SS card and 16
received birth certificates.

A total of 72 graduated the transitional housing pro-
gram.

ACC Reentry Coaches provided referrals to 149 indi-
viduals who were released out on parole in January—
those referrals include Celebrate Recovery, Good Grid,
local food pantries, Goodwill Resource centers, and
AA/NA meetings.

In January, Employment Specialist, Kim Sharp, made
presentations to 10 employer contacts and spoke to 8
community organizations regarding our reentry pop-
ulation and the need for employment opportunities in
Arkansas.

In addition, there were 34 employment classes held




and 220 offenders were reported to have full time em-
ployment during the month.

There are approximately 515 service providers reg-
istered in Good Grid, a total of 65,583 supervision
accounts and 14,125 inmate accounts. There are 2,084
visible resumes, 196 inmates were registered, and 889
supervision accounts registered on Good Grid.
During the month there were approximately 1,266
individuals were screened for the Arkansas Works
program. There were 922 individuals who submitted
an application and 859 who enrolled in a “Qualified
Health Plan” as reported by Eaton Agency.

In January, Ardella Bearden, Mentor Coordinator, Kim
Sharp, Employment Specialist, and Kelly Knuckles,
Reentry Manager, coordinated the first “Reentry on the
Road” event in El Dorado where the group discussed
reentry barriers, community engagement, and appre-
ciation for the community partners who are provid-
ing services in the community for returning citizens.
The event was facilitated and attended by the SHARE
Foundation who reached out to community members
and stakeholders. The event was a success and “Reen-
try on the Road” will continue statewide throughout
2020.

Ardella Bearden and Kelly Knuckles staffed a booth at
the UAMS Volunteer Fair.

Currently, there are 18 recovery coaches trained to
work with offenders. There are 253 ACC clients
connected to a recovery coach. There are currently 11
recovery coaches embedded in various locations which
include: Sebastian, Crittenden, Crawford, White, Gar-
land, Craighead, Washington, Pulaski, Jefferson and
Franklin counties.
