
COMMUNITY SUPERVISION 
AREA HIGHLIGHTS:

AREA 2
On November 9, Officers conducted a probationer 
home visit in Horseshoe Bend, Arkansas. The home 
visit yielded a discovery of multiple items of drug 
paraphernalia as well as a significant amount of stolen 
property including: kitchen cabinets, sinks, doors, door 
frames, bathroom vanity and a couch and recliner. 
Izard County Sheriff ’s Department was notified and 
responded to the residence. The probationer and 
another individual were transported to the Izard 
County Jail without further incident and all evidence 
turned over to the Sheriff ’s office.

AREA 4
On November 17, a parolee reported to the Paragould 
Community Supervision Office for his scheduled 
office visit. A subsequent search was conducted of his 
vehicle in which Agents found a black toolbox that 
contained a very large ball of saran plastic wrap.  Upon 
closer inspection, it was found that the ball contained 
a total of 22.6 grams of methamphetamine.  He was 
arrested for Possession of a Controlled Substance, 
Methamphetamine.

AREA 6

On November 15, ISP Agents and Conway PD, 
transported an offender from the Conway office 
to his residence to conduct a home visit.  Officers 
located 6 unloaded firearms (4 handguns and 2 rifles), 
loaded magazines, several boxes of ammunition and 
handgun storage boxes.  Officers also located a glass 
paraphernalia pipe with a green leafy substance, two 
metal grinders, and a small container with green leafy 
substance.  

AREA 11
On November 8, an offender arrived 
for his office visit as scheduled and 
agents transported the offender to his 
residence for a home visit. Inside the 
residence, agents located a two used glass 
methamphetamine pipes, a glass vial with 
white powdery residue in it, believed to 
be methamphetamines and two marijuana 
grinders. Cleveland County sheriff ’s 
department investigators photographed 
and collected the evidence. The investigators 
stated the pipes and vial would be sent to the 
crime lab and if the residue tests positive for 
methamphetamines he will be charged with 
felony possession of drug paraphernalia and 
felony possession of methamphetamines.

TREATMENT:
PROGRAM SUMMARY
2,946 probationers and parolees were served in 
the general Substance Use Disorder Treatment 
programs.  Another 1,569 participants were served 
in the Drug Court Treatment programs, bringing 
the total served to 4,138 for the month.

A total of 150 residents have agreed to participate 
in Medication-Assisted Treatment (MAT) since the 
program started in July 2018. A total of four were 
discharged with follow up in the community in 
progress and 147 have completed the program. 

Partnerships are in effect with 80 community 
providers to continue MAT upon release from an 
ACC center. 
In November, there were 27 active participants 
in the Telehealth program implemented in 
January 2023.

REENTRY PROGRAM:

REENTRY FACILITIES:
As of November 30, ACC had five licensed Reentry 
Facilities with 190 total residents in Phases I-IV of the 
Reentry program. Since the program began, a total 
of 3,032 individuals have successfully completed and 
graduated from the program. There was a total of 23 
reentry graduates during the month.

During the month, 24 new residents were transferred 
into the 
Reentry 
program, 
nine 
residents 
started 
the Career 
Readiness 
Certificate 
program and 18 residents completed the program. A 
total of eight Reentry Facility residents received their 
driver’s license, nine received an ID card, 19 received 
their Social Security card and eight received birth 
certificates. 

REENTRY OFFICERS:
In November, 122 Reentry residents were reported 
to be employed and 16 residents were reported to be 
ineligible for employment at this time. Reentry Officers 
reported six education referrals, which resulted in 
enrollments. 
Reentry Officers conducted 151 reentry facility office 
visits, 125 Phase IV office visits, 29 Phase IV home 
visits and 32 pre-parole plan verifications. Reentry 
Officers made 57 community contacts within their 
assigned area during the month and conducted 56 
office visits in their area. Additionally, five job fairs were 
held.

TRANSITIONAL HOUSING:
There are 19 licensed vendor facilities with 593 beds 
(458 ACC-funded) in the facilities. 

Within the transitional facilities, there are 267 residents 
who have obtained full-time employment. 

In November, 260 residents who previously received 
their GED or high school diploma.

During the month, there were 43 registered sex 
offenders living in transitional facilities.   
A total of 13 residents received their driver’s license, 
126 received an ID card, 135 received their Social 
Security card and 33 received birth certificates.  
A total of 72 residents graduated from the Transitional 
Housing program, 27 absconded and 24 were 
dismissed.
