COMMUNITY SUPERVISION 
AREA HIGHLIGHTS:

AREA 2
On May 26, Agents conducted a search of an 
offender’s vehicle after she tested positive for 
methamphetamine on a urine analysis. The search 
yielded the discovery of items of drug paraphernalia. 

The offender was taken into custody 
by an investigator with the Izard 
County Sheriff ’s Department.

On May 26, an officer conducted 
a home visit on a probationer and 
inadvertently sabotaged an ongoing 
game of hide-and-seek. The offender’s 
younger brother advised when he opened 
the door that he did not currently know 
where his brother was as they were in 
the game. The younger brother called the 
offender on the phone and advised that his 
probation officer was at the residence for a 
visit to which the offender responded, “I’m 
not falling for that trick.”  The phone was given 
to the officer who advised that he was, in fact, 
there to do a home visit at which point the 
offender came from his hiding place on the roof 
of the residence.

AREA 3
On May 31, Agents along with Walnut Ridge 
Police conducted home visit on offender which 
yielded over half pound of methamphetamine 
and marijuana. 

AREA 6
On May 3, an ISP Officer along with PPO 
Officers conducted a home visit on a probation 
absconder in Faulkner County.  The absconder 
was apprehended, and several illegal items were 
found including weapons, illegal substances, 
and paraphernalia.

On May 17, the Pope County Community 
Supervision Office took on the role of an 
animal rescue team. A DOC employee 
discovered what sounded like a cat in his 
car’s fender / motor area. Despite the

meowing and cries, the employees were unable to 
locate and rescue the cat. Thankfully, an auto repair 
business was nearby. The mechanics were able to dive 
into the car’s engine / inner fender area and rescue 
the small kitten. The Community Supervision team 
named the cat, Doc. Later that day, Doc went to his 
new home with one of the officers.

On May 17, Roxy, Faulkner County’s newest 
Courthouse Dog has been practicing over the last 
several weeks in court, sitting with her handlers, 
victim advocates, under the feet of prosecutors, 
defense attorneys, and even a Judge.  Today, Roxy 
sat in the witness box with these two officers as they 
testified in a motion hearing.

On May 31, ISP Agents along with assistance from 
Conway PD conducted a home visit on an offender 
who had an outstanding warrant.  Several weapons, 
drugs, and paraphernalia were seized.  The offender 
was taken into custody without incident.

AREA 8
On May 16, ISP Agents received information on a 
parole absconder who was still residing at his listed 
address. Agents made contact with the absconder 
in the front yard, and he was detained on his active 
parole absconder warrant. Agents conducted a search 
of the residence, in his bedroom where the agent 
located an open safe with a small brown bag. Inside 
the bag contained approx. 300 grams of suspected 
Methamphetamine, 7 grams of suspected Fentanyl, 
a small amount of suspected Marijuana, approx. 75 
Xanax Bars, and other substances. LRPD narcotics 
responded to the location and a search warrant 
was requested for the residence. The absconder was 
transported to the Northwest Substation.
On May 24, ISP Agents received information on an 
absconder. Agents made contact with his mother, 
she stated that he is home at the address last listed 
on his warrant. Contact was made with him and a 
warrantless search was conducted of the residence. 
A shotgun was located in plan view by the backdoor 
in the utility room.  An Agent located a pistol on the 
shelf in his bedroom. Another Agent located 1 rifle 

and 5 shotguns under the bed. Agents notified  the 
Pulaski County Sheriff ’s Office, and they took control 
of all evidence and transported him to PCJ on new 
felony firearm charges and his active probation 
revocation warrant.

SEX OFFENDER SERVICES
Over the last few months, Deputy General Counsel 
Vincent France, Sex Offender Services (SOS) Area 
Manager Jennifer Dean, and SOS Assistant Area 
Manager Kenny Kendrick, along with the help 
and input of others including Dr. Tabrina Bratton, 
created Uniform Conditions of Probation for Sex 
Offenders.  Mr. France submitted the proposed 
Uniform Conditions of Probation for Sex Offenders 
to Secretary Profiri, Chief Wallace, and General 
Counsel Harris-Ritter for their consideration and 
approval.  Specialized sex offender conditions are 
a supervision staple of most states with Arkansas 
lagging behind. Strides are needed to intensify 
the community management of sex offenders and  
strengthen community safety.

The 40th Annual National Missing Children's 
Day was on May 25. In 1983, President Ronald 
Reagan proclaimed May 25th as National Missing 
Children’s Day. Each year, the U.S. Department 
of Justice commemorates Missing Children’s Day 
with a ceremony, scheduled on Wednesday, May 
24, honoring the heroic and exemplary efforts of 
agencies, organizations, and individuals to protect 
children.

TREATMENT:

PROGRAM SUMMARY
1,622 probationers and parolees were served in the 
general Substance Use Disorder Treatment programs.  
Another 1,630 participants were served in the Drug 
Court Treatment programs, bringing the total served 
to 3,252 for the month.
A total of 796 residents have agreed to participate 
in Medication-Assisted Treatment (MAT) since the 
program started in July 2018. A total of 476 were 
discharged with follow up in the community in 
progress and 129 have completed the program. 
Partnerships are in effect with 79 community 
providers to continue MAT upon release from an ACC 
center. With Vivitrol funds depleted, a request was 
submitted for reallocation of grant funds from savings 
to purchase the medication; approval by Division of 
Behavioral Health is pending.    
An Intensive Case Management pilot program in the 
North Little Rock Community Supervision (Area 8) 
began in September 2021 currently has one active 
participant with mental health, substance abuse and 
basic needs services.
In May, there were 44 active participants in the newly 
implemented Telehealth program. 
Staff across the state attended 2023 National Specialty 
Court Month celebration at the State Capitol in Little 
Rock; over 150 team members and participants were 
present.  Testimonies from graduates were strongly 
supportive of Treatment Court Programs. Other 
activities in celebration of the month by programs 
across the state include Recovery Arts; Door 
Decorations; Theme Painting/games, resource fair, etc. 
Program participants received attendance credit for 
participation in selected events.

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AREA 1:
Work is in progress for the Community Aquaponic 
Garden that Madison County Treatment Court 
participants are developing at a former skating rink.  
Program participants have completed 162 hours of 
community service towards growing ornamental 
plants.  In other community service projects, five 
program participants completed 40 combined 
hours volunteering at the Open Arms Food Bank in 
Huntsville. 
Benton County Treatment Court recognized 100 
program participants at their yearly graduation 
ceremony.  About 325 that included graduates, 
families, staff, and community stakeholder were 
present. 
AREA 3:
Mt. View Treatment Court participants assisted Stone 
County Health Coalition Fund Raiser in preparation 
for their annual Health Fair to be held in August. The 
event provides for elderly in need and school supplies 
for families in need.
Jackson County Treatment Court team and 
participants met with Mayor Derrick Ratliffe to 
sign a proclamation that declared May 17 – 13th as 
Treatment Court Week in the County.
AREA 4:
The team attended a Lunch and Learn session on 
ARcare Medication Assisted Treatment Program, 
and made a networking visit to Northeast Arkansas 
Recovery Center in Osceola.  Other activities include 
Narcan training, Job Fair, and the Randolph County 
Treatment Court Evaluation.
OTHER PROJECTS:
Treatment supervisors reported combined 254 hours 
of direct clinical supervision with Treatment staff in 
32 ACC locations.  

REENTRY PROGRAM:

REENTRY FACILITIES:
As of May 31, ACC had six licensed Reentry Facilities 
with 201 total residents in Phases I-IV of the Reentry 
program. Since the program began, a total of 
2,891 individuals have successfully completed and 
graduated from the program. There was a total of 16 
reentry graduates during the month.
During the month, 35 new residents were transferred 
into the Reentry program, 19 residents started 
the Career Readiness Certificate program and 11 
residents completed the program. A total of 24

REENTRY OFFICERS:
In May, 106 Reentry residents were reported to 
be employed and 29 residents were reported to be 
ineligible for employment at this time. Reentry 
Officers reported two education referrals, which 
resulted in enrollments. 
Reentry Officers conducted 112 reentry facility office 
visits, 43 Phase IV office visits, 43 Phase IV home 
visits and 34 pre-parole plan verifications. Reentry 
Officers made 13 community contacts within their 
assigned area during the month and conducted 42 
office visits in their area.
TRANSITIONAL HOUSING:
There are 20 licensed vendor facilities with 593 beds 
(513 ACC-funded) in the facilities. 
Within the transitional facilities, there are 329 
residents who have obtained full-time employment. 
In May, 358 residents who previously received their 
GED or high school diploma.
During the month, there were 39 registered sex 
offenders living in transitional facilities.   
A total of 29 residents received their driver’s 
license, 94 received an ID card, 107 received their 
Social Security card and 17 received birth certificates.  
A total of 74 residents graduated from the 
Transitional Housing program, 70 absconded and 27 
were dismissed.
